Adding to Jim's & Wes's nice reports, here's some non-Io-A & non-Io-C from Wednesday morning. 

LCP dominant non-Io-A L bursting 0139-0341 UTC from 16 to 21 MHz, poorly organized envelope, no
modulation lanes visible.

RCP dominant non-Io-C L bursting 0401-0417 UTC from 16 to 18 MHz, negative envelope drift, no
modulation lanes visible.

Power line noise present throughout.

Jupiter was -18° to +20° off axis.

Jupiter was trailing the Sun by 136°.
