RCP dominant L bursting 0955-1128 UTC from 16 to 23 MHz, negative drifting emission envelope, no
modulation lanes visible.

Perhaps one tiny blip visible in the 20 MHz strip chart.

Jupiter was -40° to -16° off axis.

Jupiter was leading the Sun by 74°.
