RCP dominant L bursting 0935-1052 UTC from 16 to 32 MHz, positive drift emission envelope, no
modulation lanes visible.

LCP dominant L bursting 0928-1019 UTC from 16 to 18 MHz, zero drift emission envelope, no modulation
lanes visible.

Jupiter was +3° to +23° off axis.

Jupiter was leading the Sun by 125°.
